Money is Spiritual - Jesus talked more about money than prayer, worship, or 
fasting.
You can't take money with you, but you can send it ahead.
"Your heart follows your money" - we become interested in what we invest in.
The tithe (10%) is a starting point, but generosity should ultimately be sacrificial.
Our giving advances the mission to help people discover faith in Jesus.
