Why do
you think this is true, and how can we put it into practice?

6. Reflect on the story of Nebuchadnezzar. What lessons can we learn from his
experience about pride and the importance of listening to wise counsel?

7. How can we cultivate humility in our lives and become more open to feedback from
others?

Identify one specific action you can take this week to be more intentional about
nurturing relationships or being open to input from others. Share with the Group.
