Don’t burn relational bridges over political views 
Disagree without being disagreeable

teach us about God's perspective on human conflicts?

How have you seen this play out in your own experience, and what are its 
e�ects on relationships?

4.  Pastor Shan asked, "When did we lose the ability to disagree without becoming 
disagreeable?" Reflect on a time when you witnessed or experienced a relationship 
strained by political di�erences. What could have been done di�erently?

5.  How can our small group model the ability to "disagree theologically and disagree 
politically but love unconditionally"?
